· LeRoy’s has been contacted and they are expecting us anytime after 8pm. Summit has an evening session so Le Roy’s should be open until at least 10pm anyway.
· Bring labels and a marker to LeRoy’s and have ALL equipment (snowboard, each ski, poles, helmets and boots) labeled with person’s first & last name (some problems last year with scouts and same initials and first names).
· Have the scouts aware of where they are putting their equipment so there is no running around in the morning.
· I notified the Group office that Jenny would be replacing me as the person in charge. Jenny and one adult needs to check in at the Summit Group Office (on the map of Summit). They open at 7:30am. We have one free adult lift ticket and they need to be present to get the lift ticket.
The original signed Group Guidelines and the Waivers need to be turned in when you check in. 

· Leave all shoes at the lodge along with anything they really don’t need.
· All lift tickets and lesson vouchers should be distributed at the lodge.
· Buddy system is crucial. Have them choose buddies before you leave the lodge. This way no one will get to Summit without a buddy. Make them follow it and make sure they are penalized for not following it. (Trash or toilet duty on Sunday morning works good).
· Make sure they are all aware of the adults in charge and where the contact point is. They MUST check in at lunchtime even if they don’t want to eat. Failure to do so and they will be punished when they do arrive.
· DO NOT let them go back to the lodge before 2:30pm. They need the fresh air and the exercise instead of videos and games.
· Send them back in shifts. Drop the equipment off at Le Roy’s on the way back to avoid pile up, missing equipment and laziness at the end of the day. They can run back into the lodge in just their socks. Nobody complained last year and all worked very well.
